When we got to kow Marleni, two years ago, her malformed leg, due to a badly treated leg fracture, worried us. Her

mother told us whatcausel the injury, but her story seemsdubious.

So,took Marleni to the German hospital if¢ village, Diospy Suyana, to getays taken. There they established that
the leg fracture caused the malformation and that we had to return in six momtien the traumatologist would arrive.
After six months, the traumatologist told us that the belsing to do was to wait, let the leg heal by itself and return
after a year for a cheelp. Later that year, in April, we went for anotheray and the doctors noticed a small
improvement. They told us again to return in a year.
