At OyeLENAwe use themes to work with: as well with our special kidsviak our toddlers,and both for the projec
and for the classes ithe mountain schools€Every monthwe pick a newiopic, whichis a common theméhrough all the
lessons and classes. These themes are fixed for three school years. Every theme is linked with (FBeigiéar)
objectives whereby not only cognitive goals are important, baiso social and emotionalell-being as well a
attitudes. In every themewe incorporate methods likeSherborne' (or Development d¥emen), ‘Shoezelen' (or
Controlled Multisensory iivironment), angular work, Multisensory@ytelling,...

Our education stas from the children's living environment, consisting of challenges and experiences, calls for
experimenting and exploring and forms the basis fmotivated learning. Througiplayful learning and 'learning b
doing’, we try to stimulate the developent of the child to increase itshances for a better future.

The children in these mountavwillagesmostly or exclusively speak Quechua at home, while ckaasechool are give
in Spanib. In addition most kids have lovgkiled parents whalo not alwaysacknowledge the importance of educatio
and do not stimulate the development of their child at home. For this readanchildren have a huge disadvanta
compared to their peers.

Theree monthwe
do thiswith our toddlers, the othemonth with our disabled students. In the first placge teach the toddlers to enjo
the water. The ones that feel ready can start doing prepamnaexercises for swimming.

Childrenin Curahuasi rarely or never go éoswimmng poo| whichcausesa lot of childrernto be afraid of the water the
first time. But hey overcome their fear rather quicklgnd in hie end they cannot wait to jump intilve water again!

The objective is to offer them psychological support and [d pay
attention to their feelingsas well This way we try to reinforce the relations between the siblings in order to imprpfe

the quality of life for bothparties.

Werganize activities, catch up and eadrink
something tasty The focs is on entgainment and joy, and @ want to offer the kids a daip look forward to every
month.

In the paste alreadyproposed them to knior crochet hats, scarves, sweaters, etc. put
surprisingly nobodyreacted positively. Later grwe discovered whyno one had the financih means to buy the
necessary wool. Sowe decided tgrovide for the wool ourselves.

From now onwe supply a fewspheresof wool to the mothers who wish tparticiple in the project. Thegre alsoable
to consult some specializekhitting magazines asrainspiration source. In exchange for a knitted or crocheted ifeim,
they obtain &fair fee.

Part of the profitgoes to the mothersandthe otherpart to OyeLENAor the purchase ohew wool.

Zonta Club Roeselare made it possible for us to realize thjeqir They donated a starting capital of 2000 Euro, sg jve
could purchase the wool, the crocket hooks, the knitting needlesnthgazinecopies, etc.

This clinic was founded in 2005 by Guidd Sandra Del Prado to provide medic
assistance to Peru's poorashabitants
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There, they told us that Marlenindeed needs surgenand that she needs to be examined in February when Dr. Dayid

Shaw, an orthopedagogic surgeon, will be ie thospital. Tie research will cos200 ®les. Thesurgerywill be much
more expensive, but as Marleni's parents live in poverty, the hogpitahised toincur these costs. Wiant to provide
transportation, accommodation, food and aftercari@ orderto create the bes possible conditions for amptimal
healing process. Hopefully, Marleni will be atwewvalk, run without pain andplaywith her peerssoon At thismoment,
we are not surdhow much this adventure will cost us.
